Pheasant Facts 

The non-native pheasant is the most common bird roaming the UK 

countryside and the most likely to be shot by humans.  

 

 Up to 148,000 pheasants are shot each day during the hunting season in the UK. 

  

According to a shooting industry survey in 2015, 40% of game birds are wounded 

rather than killed outright. This means they are left to die slowly if not retrieved by 

people or dogs. 

 

The release of pheasants and partridges into the UK countryside has increased from 4 

million in the early 70s to an estimated 60 million today. The vast majority are non-

native birds who are classed as a threat to native wildlife, including reptiles, insects and 

plants.
